This new compatibility is particularly good news due to the rising popularity of Netscape 7.0 and AOL’s use of the same browser base (called Netscape Gecko*) in some of its own products such as AOL for Mac OS X. This may have the potential of broadening your audience base a great deal and providing you with a new host of opportunities such as improved marketability and customer support.
